Lesson 4
The Weather in England

English people often say something about the weather when they begin a conversation with strangers. In fact, people talk about the weather more in Britain than in most parts of the world. For one thing1, the weather in Britain changes quickly. One day may be fine and the next day may be wet. You can never be quite sure what the weather is going to be like. For another thing2, the weather is a safe topic for conversation. When two Englishmen meet, if they can’t think of anything else to talk about or if they don’t know each other well enough to discuss personal matters, they talk about the weather.
If it’s nice and warm and the sun is bright in the sky, a person usually says, “It’s a lovely morning, isn’t it?” or “isn’t it hot today?, and the answer is “Yes, the weather is wonderful today”.

After a night of heavy snowfall and hard frost he may say, “A cold morning, isn’t it?” and the answer is “Yes, the winter is very cold this year.”

The climate in England is milder than of other countries. The winter are warmer and the summers are cooler than those on the continent. The best seasons in England are spring and summer. The nearer the summer, the warmer the sun shines3. But the summer is not so hot as it is on the continent.
In winter they have all sorts of weather4. Sometimes it rains and sometimes it snows heavily. The two worst months in England are January and February. They got many cold, wet days one after another. The coldest weather, when it freezes, night after night and remains cold during the day, is much more pleasant than the wet weather. But in England in winter it rains more often than it snows. That’s why some English people do not heavy overcoats nut only warm raincoats.

The Double Life of Alfred Bloggs


These days people who do manual work often receive far more money than clerks who work offices. People who work in offices are frequently called “white collar workers”1 for the simple reason that they usually wear a collar and a tie to go to work. Such is human nature2 , that a great many people are often ready to sacrifice higher pay for the privilege of becoming white collar workers. This can give wise to curious situations, as it did in the case of Alfred Bloggs who worked as a dustman for the Elismere Corporation.

When he got married, Alf was too embarrassed to say anything to his wife about his job. He simple told her that he worked for the Corporation. Every morning he left home dressed in a fine black suit. He then changed into overalls and spent the next eight hours as a dustman./ before returning hime at night, he took a shower and changed back into his suit. Alf did this for over two years and his fellow-dustmen kept  his secret. Alf’s wife never covered that she married a dustmen and she never will, for then Alf just now found another job. He will soon work in an office as a junior clerk. He will earn only half as much as he used to3, but he feels that his rise in status is welll worth the loss of money4. From now on, he will wear a suit all day and others will call him “Mr. Bloggs”, not “Alf”.

Great Britain is a parliamentary monarchy and the Queen (the King) is the formal head of the government. The British parliament consist of two houses; the House of Lords and the House of Commons. The two major parties in the British Parliaments are the Conservative Party and the Labour Party.

Lesson 9
Yerevan State University

If you go down Alex Manougian Street, you will see the stately building of Yerevan State University, the centre of higher education of Armenia.

Yerevan State University, which was formerly housed in a single building in Abovian Street, now occupied several huge blocks concentrated in the same area and forming a fine ensemble, with a beautiful fountain in front of the main building.

The largest university of the nation, Yerevan State University has about 9000 students who are offered a full-time program at the following faculties: Mathematics; Cybernetics and Automation of Research; Informatics and Calculative Mathematics; Mechanics; Physics; Radiophysics; Chemistry; Biology; geology; History; Economics; Philosophy; Sociology and Psychology; Philology; Russian Philology; Romance and Germanic Philology; Oriental Studies; Geography; Law; Theology. In addition, the University has a preparatory faculty which offers a special program to foreign students.

All in all2, there are 20 faculties at the University, each having a fellowship attached to it. Those graduates who demonstrate an advanced ability are offered fellowship3. Under  the supervision of University professors they work on problems of theoretical and practical value. Selected graduates get Fulbright awards or fellowships and practical value. Selected graduates get Fulbright awards or fellowship and various grants for study abroad.
At present some radical changes are being introduced into the educational system of the University, which will make it comparable to modern American and European universities.

Yerevan State University has always been in close contact with Moscow State University and still is. It has also established close ties with some universities in the USA, France, Germany, Greece and other countries, cooperating with them in extensive exchange programs. Yerevan State University is a member of International Association of Universities as well as of Association of European contact with foreign scholars and scientists and often travel to the USA pr European countries in connection with their research; they can also publish in foreign journals. Some eminent professors travel aboard to give lectures or take part in international symposia and seminars. The University of Yerevan has also been host to4 international conferences, which help put together both national and international learners in a particular field. The University welcomes visiting professors and lecturers as well. Besides, The University maintains regular contacts with the American University of Armenia, holding joint seminars and conferences.
Advanced students may also participate in this kind of activities as well as in the world of the Student Scientific Society where they discuss the research they are doing in their field of study. They are also involved in all kinds of extracurricular activities such as the English Club, art and music group and various sports.

The University of Yerevan is being modernized not only in the educational sense, but also technically. The old equipment has been replaced by up-to-date apparatus; new computerized laboratories have been installed to make learning an easy and effective process. This has been possible5 largely though the financial aid of representatives of the Armenian Diaspora in the USA.

The students have at their disposal6 a number of reading-halls and a large library containing about 300000 volumes. The library has been enriched in the recent years thanks to generous donations by the Galoust Goulbenkian Fund and Ms Helen Takessian (Tucson, Arizona).
American’s major centre of national educational, Yerevan State University provides good opportunities for learning, for career preparation, for a rewarding way of life.

Life on an American Campus


A college community is an interesting and lively place. Students become involved in many different activities – extracurricular, religious, social and athletic. Among extracurricular activities are college newspapers, musical organizations, dramatic, clubs, and political groups. Many colleges have a student union, where students can get together for lunch, study sessions, club meetings, and socializing.
Athletics is an important part of life on most campuses. Football is the college sport, which arouses the most national interest. Other sports – particularly basketball, swimming, and track are also pursed with enthusiasm. Some schools have competitive tennis, skiing, sailing, wrestling, soccer, baseball, and golf.

For most students, the college years are exciting and rewarding, but they are certainly not easy or carefree. Just about all college students face the pressure of making important career decisions and some anxiety about examinations and grades. Many students have additional problems – too little money, not enough time for sleep, and a feeling of loneliness because they are living years as the happiest time of third lives. Many graduates feel great loyalty to their former schools and throughout their lives, they cheer for their school’s teams and donate money to help the institution expand and modernize. Americans refer to the school they attended as their Alma Mater (a Latin expression meaning fostering mother). This expression indicates how much the college experience means to students and how much they feel their school contributed to their lives.

 Lesson 12

Alfred Noble

Alfred Nobel, the great Swedish inventor and industrialist, was a man of many contrasts. He was he son of a bankrupt, but became a millionaire; a scientist with a love of literature, he was an industrialist who managed to remain an idealist. He made a fortune1 but lived a simple life2, and although cheerful in company he often was sad in private. A lover of mankind, he never had a wife pr family to love him; a patriotic son of his native land, he died alone on foreign soil. He invented a new explosive, dynamite, to improve the peacetime industries of mining and building, but saw it used as a weapon of war to kill and injure his fellowmen. During his useful life he often felt he was useless. World-famous for his works he was never personally well known, for throughout his life, he avoided publicity3. ”I do not see”, he once said, “that I have deserved any fame and glory to others.
He was born in Stockholm on October 21, 1833, but moved to Russia with his parents in 1842, where his father, Emmanuel, made a strong position for himself in the engineering industry. Emmanuel Nobel invented the landmine and made a lot of money from government orders for it during the Crimean War, but went bankrupt soon after. Most of the family returned to Sweden in 1859, where Alfred rejoined them in 1863, beginning his own study of explosives in his father’s laboratory. He had never been to school or university but had studies privately and by the time he was twenty was a skilful and excellent linguist, speaking Swedish, Russian, German, French and English. Like his father Alfred Nobel was imaginative and inventive, but he had better luck in business, building up over eighty companies in twenty different countries. Indeed his greatness lay in his outstanding ability to combine the qualities of an original scientist with those of a forward-looking industrialist.
But Nobel’s main concern was not to make money or even to make scientific discoveries. Seldom happy, he was always searching for a meaning to life, and from his youth had taken a serious interest in literature and philosophy. Perhaps because he could not find ordinary human love – he never married – he came to care deeply about the whole mankind. He was always generous to the poor: “I’d rather take care of the stomachs of the living than the glory of the dead in the form of stone memorials”, he once said. His greatest wish, however, was to see an end to wars and thus peace between nations, and he spent much time and money working for his cause until his death in Italy in 1896. His famous will, in which he left money to provide prizes for outstanding work in physics, chemistry, physiology, medicine, literature and peace, is a memorial to his interests and ideals.
